Directions:  
Our street address is 4343 61st Holland, MI 49423. Either use map quest or your navigation system to 
find this address, or follow these directions for the SIMPLEST ROUTES:  
 
From US-31: From the Grand Haven/Muskegon area – follow US-31 south to 32nd St. Turn right on 
32nd St. Proceed west thru four traffic lights.  Look for Lugers Rd. There will be a bank on the left 
shortly before the corner, and a school on the right at the corner. Turn left on Lugers Rd.  When you get 
out of the city limits Lugers becomes 61st Street. Drive 2.5 miles until the road runs dead, and the 
Equestrian Center is on the right.  
  
From I-196: From the GR area – follow I-196 west to exit # 41 (not 49) which is the Saugatuck/Blue 
Star Highway exit. Turn right off exit ramp and proceed to 64th St. which is just before the Burger 
King. Turn right onto 64th St. Proceed to 144th  Ave., approximately 4-5 miles. Turn right onto 144th 
Ave.  Take 144th to 61st  St., approximately 1.5 miles. Turn right onto 61st St. The Equestrian Center is 
on the right at the end of the dead end road.
